Presidents Report

This annual report has been mailed to all financial members.  Enclosed with the report is an invitation to attend the annual general meeting, nomination form and proxy nomination form for those members who are unable to attend. Any motions to be presented at the AGM and all final nominations need to be forwarded to the Club Secretary, Venette Lowe no later than the 10/1/2009. A list of final nominations and motions to be voted upon will be placed on the Club’s website on the 11/1/2009. Motions will not be accepted after the 10/1/2009 and therefore cannot be presented at the AGM without having been first forwarded to the Secretary.

This is the first annual report produced by our club.  As with all annual reports there is a focus on financial reporting.  Please don’t gloss over this part of the report, take the time to read it carefully.  All members of the Committee are obliged by our constitution to offer a high level of accountability – both operationally and financially.  This aspect of the constitution is intended to ensure the integrity of committee decisions and process and is ultimately for the benefit of all club members.  Many members will be aware that during 2007 and in the first two quarters of 2008 the club’s accounting and financial procedures were loosely defined and poorly adhered to (for detail see the enclosed Treasurers report).  The Treasurer for this period was consequently asked to stand down and a new (interim) Treasurer, Kim Wilson, was appointed.  Kim immediately reconciled all available financial transactions and, with significant effort, was able to provide a detailed financial report for the 2008 year.  Concurrently, she has designed a ‘procedure manual’ that will provide accurate financial reporting and enable real time accountability for club funds.  Kim is to be commended for her efforts.  The committee has determined that it is appropriate to independently audit the club’s books at the completion of each year.

The determination and commitment of our committee has been exemplary during this year.  I am sure that you join me in thanking and congratulating Noddy O’Donnell our Registrar for constructing teams and registering them in divisions that were appropriate and challenging.  The ever diligent Rick Wilson our Equipment Officer, ensured that we all had the right kit, enough balls and everything else a team needs to train and play.  Belinda Bonato who diligently wrote our minutes, organized raffle prize donated by The Anglers Rest and was the club’s first ever Member Protection Officer.  The heart and soul of the club, our Secretary Venette Lowe, deserves special mention.  When the KDSA wants to give us some information they send it to Venette, when the want to chastise us for something the club has or has not done or a player has done that they shouldn’t have done, again they talk to Venette.  When a club member wants to express a concern or make a complaint, they do so to Venette.  Throughout all of this Venette has managed (usually) to keep her cool and always to track the right course.  Perhaps her crowning achievement was in masterminding the senior presentation night and overseeing the ‘look and feel’ of the venue.  All who attended would agree that it was a night to remember.  Lastly we thank Kim Wilson who, as previously mentioned, has risen above the call over recent months and delivered an account keeping process that will benefit the club for many years to come.  Thank you, one and all.

The Committee extends its thanks to all Managers, Coaches, Players, Parents and friends of the club for their dedication and support during this season.  All those of you who serve the club as volunteers fulfill vital roles and this is especially recognized and highly valued.  

The enjoyment exuded by our junior non-competition players over the season has been a joy to behold.  It has been rewarding to watch these players develop ball skills, positional awareness, teamwork and most of all, a desire to play well and have fun.  Our junior competition teams performed exceptionally well, one highlight being the grand final win by our under 11 side.  The Womens All Age team were grand finalists, the Women’s Over 30 team finished third.  The Men’s Over 35’s also finished in third place. 

I have heard it said that a small club such as ours should exist solely to provide a place for junior players to learn the basics of the game and, should they exhibit any talent, provide a stepping-stone for them to move on to larger, stronger clubs.  This statement is often followed by reference to the notion that small clubs are not able to be competitive, as they do not have sufficient numbers of players to choose from and are therefore not able to field strong teams. As with most other football clubs we focus on the fielding of junior teams. This is simply the result of the desire of all parents that their children succeed and enjoy whatever they do whether this be on the sporting field, academically, or in any other walk of life.  This is also one of the tenants of our club; however we also recognize the need for and strongly support our senior teams.  It is to the detriment of football worldwide that junior players loose interest and quit the game in their teenage years.  As a club we are strongly committed to providing a pathway for our junior players to follow and intend that they continue to play for Brooklyn United well into their adult lives.  Our club provides an ongoing venue for all members of the community to join together as one – Brooklyn United.

As always, we extend our gratitude to our major sponsors.  The ongoing commitment and support of  The Anglers Rest Hotel, Mooney Mooney Real Estate, Fenwicks Marina helps ensure that we are able to offer our players a low cost, high quality football season. Secretary's Report
 

This has been my first year as Secretary of Brooklyn United Soccer Club.  I was honoured to be asked and have enjoyed being part of the challenges and successes that the Club has experienced this season. '2008' has been 'the season we had to have' on many levels but I feel we, as a Club, have emerged stronger and more united as a result.

 

For those that are not aware of what is involved in the role of Secretary (including myself until this year!!), I would like to provide some understanding of the responsibilities and duties. The Club Secretary is responsible essentially for the overall running of the club from an administrative point of view. This includes ensuring regular committee meetings are held, accurate minutes are taken and recorded, essential information is included in these minutes including the provision of an up to date and accurate financial report and ensuring the minutes are distributed to Committee members. It is the Secretary's responsibility to keep all original documents/correspondence in an organised filing system, write all official letters on the Presidents behalf and receive rsvp's for all club functions and receive names for team awards etc. The Secretary is the conduit of information between the KDSA and the Club Members. They are also responsible for notifying all members of the Club regarding details of the Annual General Meeting including arranging voting forms and receiving proxy votes.  In addition to these key responsibilities the Secretary contributes to the overall organisation and running of the Club throughout the season. 

 

While new into the role, I saw an immediate need for clear communication to club members particularly new coaches and managers. The aim was to ensure members felt they were informed of their own responsibilities and achievements, were aware of KDSA requirements and assistance and, most importantly, they were an important part of the Club and it's overall direction. This communication was ensured through regular and pertinent email correspondence to coaches, managers and committee members and regular updates on the Club's website. I would like to give special thanks to Alex Fisher who was extremely helpful in updating the website throughout the season. Thank you Alex!!
 

As most members are aware there was a need to bring in an interim Treasurer on the 24th July. The reasons for this decision are referred to in detail in the Treasurers report. I would like to thank Kim Wilson and Rick Wilson for their untiring assistance and dedication to the club throughout this transition and to our President Greg Upfold. While this was a difficult process it has resulted in systems and procedures being put in place that can only enhance and benefit the Club.

 

Fundraising is an area that needed special attention this year particularly with the loss of our junior games (U6's-U10's) to SSG venues. It came to my attention a few months into the season that fundraising was an area that was being neglected with no specific person taking responsibility to ensure that this area of the committee’s function was being driven. I did my best to ensure that this situation no longer continued taking on further responsibilities not directly attributed to the role of Secretary. This is an area that needs to be addressed for next year. Having said that Aunty Shirl, as usual, did a terrific job in running the canteen this year under difficult circumstances. There has, unfortunately, been a significant drop in revenue from the canteen due to the fact we do not have Small Sided Games in Brooklyn at this stage. Extra effort was placed on fundraising throughout this season and will need even further focus next year with further loss of home games to Small Sided Games venues. 

 

I would like to thank the community and club members for their amazing contribution to the raffle of the Football Federation Australia's donated Socceroos signed Soccer Ball that ended up raising $1800 for the Club. It was also lovely to see that it was won by one of our kids in the U7's team. Thank you also for your contribution to the other club raffles. I would like to thank the community's enthusiastic contribution to the monthly pub meat and veg raffles. Also thank you to the Anglers Rest for allowing the Club to run these raffles and putting up with my 'attention grabbing performances' in order to sell tickets!!
 

Our end of season "Arabian Nights" Soccer Dinner Dance under the marquee was a great success and the feedback was very positive and enthusiastic. It was truly a 'club night' and what was particularly encouraging was that every single team in the senior’s competition was very well represented. Lets hope the night was a great inducement for an even bigger and better Dinner Dance next year!!!

Equipment Officer Report

After 5 years as Equipment Officer, I resigned at the end of 2006 season. Due to lack of interest, no other nominations and for the sake of the club, I stepped back into this position for 2008 season. The kit and equipment issue was more difficult than in the past because I was not involved in the end of season re-coup. After checking all kits and equipment the attrition from 2007 was nominal in parts-i.e. needles, first aid kits, ice packs, game balls etc which is to be expected. However a total of 15 All Age Men’s shirts and approximately 5 junior shirts were not returned from 2007. I managed after receiving the team sheets to penny-pinch from all kits enough shirts to get all teams enough playing shirts and although not glamorous they were sufficient to get through the season.

At the end of 2008 all kits have been recouped apart from approximately 7- 030W and the complete 0/35M 1+2 kit .I have spoken to both Ray and Paul, the team managers, and stressed my concern. They assured me that emails and phone calls have been sent to all players still holding shirts as at 24/12/08. I will endeavor to recoup the remaining via phone, which I feel is not my responsibility. I also suggest that in future years the seniors rego fees be increased to cover a deposit of approximately $35 to be reimbursed after the shirts have been returned.

I have spoken to and gained approval from the Committee to purchase some new training aids, which I will chase up with Soccer NSW early in 2009. Recently we have purchased 2 steel built storage units and a new, easy to move, Club BBQ. If I am elected for 2009 season all kits will be re-stocked and issued as per 2009 team sheets.

Many thanks to Committee members Greg, Venette and Kim for making a difficult season a little bit easier.

Treasurers Report
My association with the Club commenced in 2000, then progressed to Secretary for (4) years (from 2003-2006 inclusive). I was appointed on 24th July 2008 as an interim, then Treasurer on 21st August 2008. I have over 20 years experience as a bookkeeper, which I   offered to the Club in this instance.

A complete financial report regarding Club finances from 1st January 2008 to 31st December 2008 has been prepared in accordance with constitutional requirements. 

Club funds are currently held with Bendigo Bank, Berowra in

(1)  non-interest bearing cheque account, with full rebates on bank charges. 

(2) Term deposit for 3 months from 15/12/08 to 15/3/09 at 5.5% interest p.a

 Transactions from these accounts are authorised by no less than two (2) nominated committee members, currently the Secretary and Treasurer.   

The financial report has been reconciled using MYOB accounting software and then submitted to the Auditor with all relevant records. The 2007/2008, Treasurer provided these records relating to 1st January to 24th July 2008.  I maintained any records to 31st December. 

Further reference   to the “Treasurer” is prior to my appointment.   

The Committee for the following reasons implemented the Club’s Constitutional obligations: relating to my appointment;

· The Treasurer did not submit detailed financial reports, including bank statements/reconciliations to the Committee at monthly meetings from 1st January 2008, regardless of frequent requests.

· These records were not submitted to the Committee monthly throughout the 2007 season. 

·  Information was obtained to confirm the balance of Club funds. This showed an unaccounted deposit of $6444.00 on 4th   January 2008.   

· A record of the deposit details for this amount was not in the Club records, a further bank search confirmed the details as follows. This was necessary to complete a reconciliation of the clubs accounts for the financial year commencing on 1st January 2008  

· *$6,124.00 of this amount comprised of three (3) personal cheques from the Treasurer. This was reimbursement of cash funds held from 2007   and were allocated in the financial records as being for;

    *$2,075.00   2007 Registration fees 

    *$1,848.00   2007 Fundraising 

    *$2,201.00   2007 miscellaneous income. 

* Records pertaining to the validity of these amounts have not been reconciled or confirmed.  Therefore, not included in the 2008       financial audit. 
· A $320 cheque relating to the auction at the 2007 dinner dance was also included in this deposit.

· Any cash income from January, including canteen, pub raffles were not deposited into the clubs account until July.

· Financial reporting was not provided to the Department of Fair Trading for 2007 within the specified guidelines compromising the clubs registration – the financial penalty has not been determined.

· The eventual submission to the Department of Fair Trading, was incorrect as of   the club’s end of financial year, 31st December.

· As per the Minutes of the AGM on 1st November 2007, the Treasurer submitted to the committee an account balance of $22,000, with notation of the inclusion of a   Treasurers report.   The report accounted for Club funds of $20,829.20 on 1st November 2007.   The bank statement  confirmed a balance of only $14,385.20 until 4th January 2008 when the $6444.00 was reimbursed.

· A proportion of these funds were to be invested in a term deposit which was not implemented. The terms of investment or interest were not clarified.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THIS REPORT.

Unfortunately, records from 1st January 2008 and   prior to my appointment were inaccurate or incomplete, including certain cash receipting records from 30/6/08 until my appointment. 

Subsequently, all cash transactions cannot be accounted, therefore are undetermined in this audit.  

There are no comparable   figures   provided in this report for 2007.  It   has been recommended that an audit of the 2007 financial management would be of detriment and inconclusive.

The Registrar has confirmed that outstanding fees for 2008 registration are payable.  Members, who are unfinancial as of 31/12/08, will be restricted from registration within Football NSW from 2009 until the outstanding amount is settled.

Finally, I would like to compliment our Secretary, Venette, for her conscientiousness, commitment and tenacity, regardless of adverse and   tumultuous circumstances this Season. 

Commendation   is also due to those committee members who supported her efforts, respecting the fundamentals of the Clubs ongoing welfare.

Subsequently, this year has been successful in providing a systematic process   for the future benefit of all Club and Committee members.
