STILL TIME TO PREPARE FOR BUSH FIRE THREAT

RFS Hornsby/Ku-ring-gai today is reminding local residents that the bush fire season is far from over. 

Superintendent Angelo Baldo of the Hornsby/Ku-ring-gai RFS said that little rainfall in January combined with recent high temperatures has made the threat of more bush fires very real.

“We already have had fires in East Killara & Mt Kuring-gai and with more dry, hot conditions expected in February, people should not be complacent about the risk of bush fires,” said Superintendent Angelo Baldo.
“The best action people can take right now is to prepare their family and property.

“The first decision residents need to make is whether they will stay and defend their property or leave well before the fire arrives.

“Leaving at the last minute is extremely dangerous and can be fatal.
“The first action people need to take is to prepare their property by clearing gutters of leaves and remove any combustible materials around their property. 

“People should also prepare firefighting equipment, including identifying any static local water sources on their property. 

“A well-prepared home is more likely to survive a fire.”
